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A word about Spiritual Gifts Inventories: 
 
 
First of all—it’s great that you are interested!  Any time we are given a gift it’s 
exciting to open it up and discover what it is.   
 
Secondly—this is called an inventory and not a test for a couple of reasons: 
one, if you have become a follower of Christ, born of the Spirit of God, we 
don’t have to test and see if you have a gift—we know you do; and there is no 
test that will tell us exactly what our gifts are.  Instead this is an inventory to 
allow you and others to look into your life in a new way and see what gift(s) 
you have received. 
 
Third—self-report inventories (for spiritual gifts or personality/temperament or 
work aptitude etc.) are only as useful as we make them.  Our understanding of 
the questions and terms may be limited and our understanding of ourselves is 
always limited—that’s why God gave us each other as the many members of 
Christ’s body.  We need to read Scripture and discuss some of these questions 
and terms in order to understand them better, and we need to ask others in the 
faith to give us insight re: ourselves and our gifts also.  Community is the best, 
and in most cases the only, place to find out what our spiritual gifts are and to 
develop them. 
 
Fourth—there are several different inventories available and some use different 
gift lists or different names for the same gift.  Read the major passages in 
Scripture regarding the gifts:  Romans 12, I Corinthians 12, Ephesians 4 and I 
Peter 4.  Also, check out the Spiritual Growth through Spiritual Gifts study that 
will be promoted at retreat and consider getting together with some others for 
that 8 week journey of discovery and development! 
 
Finally—we need to be active in our faith, serving and meeting for teaching 
and fellowship together to really see our Spiritual gifts emerge and flourish.
